ACTIVITY SPECIFIC GUIDELINES

Preliminary Round: -

e The participants will then have to portray the perfect version of their flawless superhero.

e Judgment will be made based on the depiction of the flaw and clarity of the content.

e The naming of all documents should be in the format: RegistrationNumber_ NameOfParticipant.

e The last date of submission of all entries is 21st June, 2022, 11:59 P.M. IST.

Round 1: -

e The participants will be provided three adjectives to create their own Superhero.

e The adjectives will be provided 24 hours prior to the commencement of the event on their registered
mail ids.

e They will also be required to name their superhero.

e The maximum time allotted to each participant for describing their superhero will be 1 minute.

e Judgment will be based on originality, creativity, profoundness, relevance with the provided

adjectives, and relation of the characters.

Final round:-

e The participants will have to present a skit based on their own superhero they have created in front
of the Jury.
The maximum time allotted to each participant for enactment will be 3 minutes.

e Judgment will be based on originality, creativity, expression, and relevance to the character.
